I live adjacent to the property that is the subject of the above referenced zoning case
number. I am adamantly opposed to the requested zoning change. My homestead shares
a one hundred and fifty-seven foot (157”) property line with the lots that are under
consideration for a zoning change and if that zoning change were to be approved it would
have a substantial negative effect on the fair market value of my home.

My husband and I bought our home in 1980 knowing that the neighboring property was
zoned large lot single-family residential. We fully expected that the vacant lots would
some day be developed in accordance to their zoning and in a manner comparable to the
rest of the homes on the north side of Dreamland Dr. That was then and this is now, my
husband has since passed away and now the current owner of the property on Dreamland,
after having purchased it a little more than one year ago, is petitioning the city to devalue
my single largest asset with the stroke of a pen.

It is my sincerest hope that common sense and reason will prevail and preserve the
integrity of our community and neighborhoods. I am all for progress and development to
enhance the quality of life within a community but not so for the financial benefit of one
individual to the detriment of his immediate neighbors.

Pursuant to the Unified Development Code (UDC) for the City of San Antonio, Section
35-421 (as amended by the City Council on April 3, 2008), this Ietter serves as our
written opposition to the zoning change requested in Zoning Case No. Z2008193. Our
property shares one hundred and fifty feet (150”) of property line directly adjacent to the
property described in the request. This property was permanently zoned R20 prior to our
purchase and we relied on this zoning when we made the decision to buy our home.

Prior to purchasing our home at 2602 Whisper Dove, we researched the surrounding
properties, apartment complexes and police records. This property was zoned R20,
significantly contributing to the value of our adjacent home; the Zoning Commission had
converted it from conditional R20 to permanent R20. As a retiree, my home —like many
of my neighbors — is our most significant asset. My home would be de-valued by re-
zoning from R20. In personal conversations with the current owner, his expressed
interest was to build an estate and become good neighbors (he expressed a disdain for
fences, no less).

Michael please share this information with Councilwoman Cibrian.

It has come to my attention that the property at 11303 and 11327 Dreamland is requesting a zoning change.

The property is owned by Ted Lee a Patent Attorney who originally planned to build a home over there but

has apparently changed his mind and now wants to put 7 homes per acre on the property. We do not need

the additional confusion on Dreamland. The street is heavily traveled as it is used as an access road from 410 to
Military

Highway. The last traffic count we had was over 8,000 cars a day and that was back before Art Hall was our
Counciiman. We have a considerable number of wrecks at the corner of Dreamland and Lockhill each year.
Traffic is getting heavier on Lockhill Selma as areas develop on past us.

During the school year the North East, Northside, and Cornerstone transport kids on Dreamland. We have a City
Bus that uses Dreamland.

At certain times of the day it is very difficult to get out on the street from our driveways. This was out in the
country when we bought out here in 1972 but it is now no longer that

way anymore. The majority of the drivers are not very considerate about letting us get out off our driveways. We
are

fighting for our survival as a neighborhood.

There are some beautiful trees on this property that should not be destroyed. This area is saturated with
development.

just north east of us is the Voelchner Land being developed with a shopping center and 500 plus homes by KB
Homes.

Please stop this rezoning and keep it residential. When it rains Dreamland is usually blocked because of flooding
and the only way we have out

of here is on Lockhill. With the development on the property to the north east of us it is going to create more
water going down hill to the

area where the railroad track is. So many cars have been foolish enough to drive off in it thinking they can cross
it anyway even though there is

a water gauge telling how high the water is. Homes were bought in the Dreamland Oaks area a number of years
ago because they ended up in the

flood plain due to development. They were not in the flood plain when they were built.

Any information you can send me regarding the traffic and wrecks at Dreamland and Lockhill will be greatly
appreciated.
